Some 
spend their lives catering to the whims of the 
person who controls a familÙȭÓ ÆÏÒÔÕÎÅȢ Throw 
yourself down and the angels will protect you is 
the most sinister temptation of all - to do something 
that will amaze people so you can gain control over 
their minds and hearts. We constantly face such 
temptations in our lives. Do we give in? Or, do we 
reject them like Jesus?
